10.2% 8.12 FTE Right-size existing basic services
NO enhanced illegal dumping collection
NO quarterly community cleanup program

Alternative (NOT 
RECOMMENDED)

9% 0 FTE Staffing shortages persist
Missed or delayed collections continue
City’s cleanliness degrades

Alternative (NOT 
RECOMMENDED)

0% 0 FTE RRR Fund depletes all funds in FY 2024-25
Unable to continue providing services

NEW: COMMUNITY CLEANUP 
PROGAM



▪ City has 444 California Alternate Rates for Energy (CARE) customers

▪ 64% of CARE customers: single-family and smaller multi-family

▪ PROPOSED:
▪ CARE customers would qualify for water and solid waste rate discounts

▪ Water discount: $1 per hundred cubic feet in Tier 1 rate

▪ Solid waste discount: 10% discount
